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6.0 RECOMMENDATION FOR HERTTAGE DESIGNATION

The property at 20 Lakeshore Road East, Mississauga is worthy of heritage designation in accordance
with the heritage designation criteria as found in Requlation 9,06, Onfario Heritage Act.
